Web FileManager – Security Warning Pop-Up

To upload and access files for your website from the Web FileManager, you will need to have Java installed on your machine.  Java is needed for the Web FileManager to run.  The Web FileManager is where all of the non-HTML files for your website reside (ex:  pdf, doc, xls, images).  You will need to have the latest version of Java installed.
